A Prov/10 and Under Cup – This is two meets combined into one. All 10 and unders are 

eligible to compete in the 10 and Under Cup, there are no qualifying times. A 

provincials is for 11 and over swimmers, who have achieved an A time standard. 

Swimmers are ineligible to compete in any race for which they have achieved a AA 

standard. 

 

Man/Sask – This meet is officially called Manitoba/Saskatchewan Championships. 

Swimmers must achieve at least one AA time standard in order to attend.
